MAF’s work in Kalimantan
The province of Kalimantan in Indonesia occupies the largest portion of the island of Borneo. From four bases of operations, MAF reaches into some of the world's most isolated and remote areas. Even today, animist groups living far into the interior are difficult to reach. Impenetrable jungles, arduous terrain, and the absence of roads hinder access to critical resources.

MAF began to serve mission groups and the emerging indigenous churches of Kalimantan in 1969. 
Kalimantan remains largely undeveloped. The geographical and logistical barriers are daunting. Dense rain forests and impenetrable mountains prevent unreached people groups from having access to the Gospel, denying them even the most basic services such as health clinics and education beyond primary school.

Today, MAF operates from four bases: Palangkaraya in Central Kalimantan; and Tarakan in East Kalimantan. 
There are14 staff families and 11 national staff. There are 7 aircraft, including 2 Cessna 185s and 5 Cessna 206s.
